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School-based Language Supports
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Our school focuses on the importance of ‘Bi-literacy and Tri-lingualism’. In order to build an English-
rich learning environment, the following policies are being implemented:

P Two English-speaking days are designed each week on which morning assemblies are conducted in
English. Various English activities are organized at lunchrime for students.

» Writing competition, booth games and other interesting English activities are held during English
Week to arouse students’ interest in learning English.

» Students are strongly encouraged to participate in different events including Speech Festival,
English Drama and English Debate.

» Different study tours are planned every year, allowing students to experience English overseas.
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To sit for the HKDSE, students will study four core subjects and two to three elective subjects chosen from
different subjects according to their interests and abilities.
